"Applicants will be considered if their gross annual income is $18,500.00 or above and their needs cannot be met anywhere else in the community".  You must be a current resident of the state of Colorado and must be able to prove U.S. citizenship.  Patients should be in treatment and/or up to one year after final treatment.
